FY 2007-2008 Special Transportation Fund Formula Allocation

Governor Kulongoski’s budget for the 2007-2009 biennium recommends $16,602,241 for the Special Transportation Fund program. The funds are divided into two shares: seventy-five percent is the Formula Program and twenty-five percent is the Discretionary Account. Note that these funds are an estimate until the Legislature approves ODOT’s budget by June 2007. The program will be adjusted to account for any change approved by the Legislature.

The total funds for the FY 07-08 Formula Program are $6,870,618. The share for each STF Agency for FY 2007-2008 is shown on the chart enclosed with this memo. 

A similar amount of STF Formula Program funds will be divided between the 42 STF Agencies for FY 08-09. The actual share for each STF Agency will be determined in January 2008 and based on actual revenues and population changes. The funds remaining in the discretionary account are distributed through a competitive discretionary grant program or retained by ODOT for projects of statewide significance.  

Please note the following: 

1) Application forms will be distributed in March 2007. Plan to apply by April 15, 2007.  Fully executed agreements must be in place in order for ODOT to distribute the funds. STF Agencies may apply after April 15, 2007; but that could delay the first quarter’s payment. 
2) STF Agencies are encouraged to apply for two years: FY 2007-2008 and 2008-2009.  The application is designed for a two-year program. To estimate the amount of funds for a two-year period, multiply the 2007-2008 allocation by 2. STF Agencies with changes in allocation in 2008-2009 will submit amended applications in the spring of 2008.

3) Do not wait for the application: Each STF agency should already have started their local STF process. If not, get started soon to meet the April deadline.
4) STF Agencies must be up-to-date with program requirements in order to qualify for funds in the next biennium. STF Agencies must: 
a. Be up-to-date in quarterly reports.

b. Have complied with the STF Advisory Committee requirements defined by OAR 732 effective January 1, 2005. Requirements include, but are not limited to, the committee composition, the number of meetings per year, and the committee bylaws.

c. Have adopted a Coordinated Plan by June 30, 2007. We recognize that the plan will likely be very basic and we encourage the STF Agency and STF Advisory Committee to continue to refine and update the plan on an ongoing basis. Please consult with the STF Program Manager for guidance if you are unable to meet the required due date. Please see the attachment for more information about the Coordinated Plan.
